1) Additional/Alternate test questions - These questions should reflect a higher level of 

thinking, critical reasoning, etc. This concept could be expanded to include quizzes and 

homework/classwork assignments, as well.  

2) Additional/Alternate reading assignments – Reading background information, 

information about authors, experts in given fields, etc. may be required on quizzes, tests, 

separate assignments, etc.). 

3) Semester Projects – Each semester, honors students will complete one major project, that 

will carry the weight of a test (or possibly more), for each honors class taken. One of 

these projects will be a research paper [specific to each course], completed in proper 

MLA format (this format is taught in all English classes early in the second semester). 

4) Other – Students taking courses for honors credit must complete all other given 

assignments on time and to the best of their ability.  

 

*Please note that this form is only a request for honors level courses. Evaluation by the 

instructor during the first two weeks of the academic year and recommendations and/or 

reservations from previous instructors of individual students must be considered for the benefit 

of the student. An additional form which will serve as an honors coursework agreement contract 

will be sent home within the next two weeks and MUST be signed by both the student and the 

parent in order for the student to receive honors credit for the courses chosen.
